Members expressed some concern about the loss of experienced members recently. If Phill Oorjitham is not successful in his re-nomination, particularly given Rob Boardman will cease as a member in April 2018, this means LHAAC will have lost five of the ten members serving on LHAAC only 12 months ago. All members present felt this should be brought to the attention of WALGA prior to their decision making process in March 2018.
